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Schieneman developed the gameÕs con-
cept, but needed help designing it.

He
learned that the students had to write
business plans.

Schieneman says
he saw an opportunity to help launch the
18-year-oldÕs career as well as Òa good way
to take an idea that would be difÞcult to
get funding for and implement it.Ó

The unlikely pair had a very short dead-
line, but that didnÕt surprise or worry the
teenager. ÒI was more surprised by the
outcome,ÓThomas laughs.

The software needed to design the
game was too complex to learn by dead-
line. ÒDarven came up with a ÔyesÕ solu-
tion,Ó Schieneman explains. DarvenÕs cre-
ative, low-tech solution for teaching attor-
neys a high-tech concept?  The teen print-

ed out each piece of the game, laid it on a
board and took a digital photograph of
the board.
